COVID-19 Precautions*:
➢ Please see Superintendent Malone's letter issued on August 26, 2021. This letter provides details

regarding the mask/face covering requirement for students and staff.
➢ Students, faculty, and staff are urged to maintain a “common sense” approach to social

distancing, most especially at all times while inside school.
➢ Hand sanitizer stations are available throughout the high school campus; students, faculty and

staff are urged to make use of hand sanitizer regularly throughout the day.  Regular hand washing
is also encouraged.

Students’ Class Schedules:
Students’ class schedules for the 2021-2022 were made available for viewing through the Aspen

portal on Tuesday, August 10th.

Daily Schedule:
The traditional school day for students will begin at 7:30 a.m. and conclude at 1:50 p.m. Students

will attend all seven of their classes on an abbreviated class schedule on the first two days of school,
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Wednesday, September 1st and Thursday, September 2nd.  On September 1st, the administrative team will
meet with each class of students to welcome them and outline some important information regarding the
new school year.

The regular, daily “waterfall” schedule will begin on Tuesday, September 7th, beginning with the
“Day One” schedule.  The waterfall schedule is published on page 8 of the 2021-2022 Student Handbook.
Student lunch assignments will be communicated by teachers to students on the first day of school.

Tewksbury Memorial High School Student Handbook:
Parents and students are urged to please take the time to review the Student Handbook that

governs Tewksbury Memorial High School.  Changes to the Student Handbook are made each year, and
it is the student’s responsibility, along with his/her parents/guardians, to be familiar with the handbook
and its contents.
