Final details
regarding the Commencement Exercises, including ticket availability, will be made available in
the coming weeks.

Student Obligations: All obligations for missing chromebooks, textbooks, library books,
athletic uniforms or food service fees and any other fees must be resolved by the end of the
school year; however, for seniors, all obligations must be resolved before you will be able to
receive your graduation cap and gown. Make sure your locker is cleaned out by the last day of
school.
